
Application form for Individual and Family Support Grants
Hampstead Wells & Campden Trust (HWCT) provides small grants to individuals and families experiencing financial hardship within our Area of Benefit. Grants are intended to help meet essential needs and to support mental health, physical health, and wellbeing, as part of wider, wrap-around support provided by a local organisation.
Our grants are intended to complement and strengthen wider, wrap-around support, rather than operate as a stand-alone intervention. Applications must be submitted by a local organisation that is actively supporting the individual or family and has sufficient knowledge of their circumstances. The support provided by the organisation will form part of the assessment, particularly where demand for funding is high and prioritisation is required.

This form must be typed and completed by a referring organisation on behalf of the individual or family. Applications that are incomplete, completed by the individual, or submitted in a format other than an editable Word-compatible document (.doc or .docx) will not be assessed.

Who can we give grants to?
Individuals or families that live in, or are moving into, our Area of Benefit, which covers NW3 and parts of NW8, NW6, and NW2. Please see our website for full details. Applicants must also not have received a grant from us within the previous 12 months, unless there are exceptional circumstances.
What can the grants cover?
Grants are usually for up to three essential household items that the individual or family cannot afford and that will improve basic living conditions, dignity, safety, or stability at home.
This may include:
· beds and bedding
· clothing, including school uniforms
· sofas and essential household furniture
· curtains and contribution to flooring
· white goods such as washing machines, fridge freezers, and cookers
· small cooking appliances where needed to prepare food safely
Requests are considered based on how the item will improve the individual or family’s circumstances, rather than on the item alone. 
In some cases, we may consider requests for items that fall outside typical household essentials (for example, laptops or bicycles). These requests must demonstrate a clear and proportionate benefit, such as supporting access to services, reducing isolation, or addressing a specific health, caring, or wellbeing need, and must form part of wider support
We do not fund education or training costs (such as course fees or study equipment), rent arrears, or debts.

Please complete all sections of this form, providing clear details of the items requested, why they are needed, and the costs, and email it as a typed (not handwritten) Word document (.doc or .docx) to grants@hwct.org.uk; applications must be submitted by a referring organisation (not individuals), will not be accepted by post, and must use the current version of the form available on our website (valid until 5pm on 30 September 2026).
